Also, | Timothy 29 — “In like manner dso, that women adorn themsdves in modest
gopard, with shamefacedness and sobriety; not braided hair, or gold, or pearls, or costly
array; but (that which becometh women professing godliness) with good works."

Because it is our dedre for dl to be dressed with good taste and modest gppard, the
following dress code applies a dl times when minigtering.

a. Ladies are required to wear appropriate undergarments, including bras, dips,
and nylons. Also required is the proper outsde garments including uniforms,
dresses, skirts, blouses and sweaters, whichever is applicable. NO LOW
CLEAVAGES.

b. Unacceptable attire includes: thongs, sundresses, shorts, jeans, culottes,
sweatshirts, excessively split skirts, legwarmers, ankle bracelets, excessve
jewdry, or any other faddish mode of dress, including ding-back shoes, and
those with toes/hedls out.

c. Men are required to wear casua dress pants and short-deeved (not muscle)
shirts. Suits are not required; they are optiond.
